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OVERNIGHT CAMPING CHECKLIST

What the Scouts should bring:
· Class B uniform and spare if possible
· Jacket/sweatshirt or long sleeve shirt to wear under the Troop shirt (it may get cold at night) 
· Something in which to sleep (the night may be cold and you don't want to sleep in the clothes you wore during the day if they are wet)
· Sleeping bag (and a pad, blanket and/or pillow if they want those; we will be sleeping in tents)
· Tent (we will have extra tents if your Scout does not have one - he will be setting it up though)
· Ground cover for the tent
· Canteen or water bottle
· Mess kit with utensils
· Rain gear 
· Notebook and pen or pencil
· Sturdy shoes or boots
· Extra socks
· Personnel hygiene items 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Backpack (large enough to fit the items on this list)
· Cup (for hot chocolate if they want)
· Flashlight or lantern
· A warm hat (the night may be cold)
· A jacket or sweatshirt
· Sunblock and insect repellent
· Personal first aid kit
· Folding chair (totally optional – they may have to carry it quite some distance depending on the trip)
· Flint & steel (if they have it)
· Scout knife (if authorized to carry it)

Any food must be given to the accompanying adults 
for securing overnight in bear proof containers!
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
